WEATHER FORECAST FOR 06 NOVEMBER 2019
(Issued at 12.00 noon on 05 November 2019)

Showery condition over the island is expected to reduce to some extent temporary tomorrow. However
there is a possibility for afternoon thundershowers at a few places in Sabaragamuwa, Uva and Southern
provinces.

Misty conditions can be expected at some places in Western, Sabaragamuwa, Central, Southern and Uva
provinces during the morning.

General public is kindly requested to take adequate precautions to minimize damages caused by temporary
localized strong winds and lightning during thundershowers.
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WEATHER FORECAST FOR SEA AREAS AROUND THE ISLAND DURING
NEXT 24 HOURS (Issued at 1200 noon on 05 November 2019)

A low pressure area has developed in the north Andaman sea and adjoining South-east Bay of Bengal Sea
area , near latitude 12.8N, longitude 90.6E. It is very likely to move north-westwards, concentrate into a
depression during next 06 hours. It is also very likely to intensify further into a cyclonic storm and move
north-westwards during subsequent 48 hours.

Heavy showers/thundershowers, strong winds and rough seas can be expected in the above sea areas. Naval
and fishing communities are requested to be vigilant in this regards.

Showers or thundershowers will occur at several places in the sea areas extending from Galle to Pottuvil via
Hambantota.
Winds will be Westerly to South-westerly in the sea area extending from Puttalam to Kankasanturai via Mannar

and speed will be (15-30) kmph. Winds will be North-westerly to Northerly and speed will be (30-40) kmph in
the other sea areas around the island.

Temporarily strong gusty winds (up to 70-80 kmph) and very rough seas can be expected during
thundershowers.
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
