Severe lightning aclivities are also possible in Western. Sabaragamuwa and Cental provinces and in Galle,
Matara districts.

Misty conditions can be expected at somc places in Western and Sabaragamuwa provinces during the
morning.

There may be temporary localiz€d strong winds during thundershowers. General public is kindly
requested to takc ad€quate precautions to mirlimize damages caused by lightning activity.
