The cyclonic storm 'FANI' (pronounced as FONI) over southeast Bay of B€ngal to the east of Sri
f,anka was located n€ar latitude 6,9N, Longitude 87.9E at 02,30 a.m. ol28rh April 2019, about 670 km
east of Potuvil. It is likely to intensify into a severe cyclonic storm during next 12 hours tnd fufth€r
intensify into a very severe cyclodc storm in the s[bsequent 24 hours, The system is very likely to
move northw€stwards off the €ast coast till 30h April and th€reafter recurve northeastwards
gradually,

Cloudy skies can be expected over most parts ofthe island.
Showers or thundershowers will occur at several places in Westem, Southem, Sabaragamuwa, North-
Westem and Central provinces. Heavy falls about 100nTm can be expected at some places in the Southem,
Western and Sabaragamuwa prcvinces,
Showers or tbundershowers will occur at a few places elsewbere after 2.00 p.m.

Wind speed will be (70-80) kmph over the deep sea arcas to the east and southeast ofsri Lanka and can be

very rcugh to high at times as the wind speed can increase up to 90 kmph at times (Wind speed can increase

up to 100 kmph in the sea areas withir (200-300) krn from the center ofthe system)
