ShoweN of thundershowers will occur at sevelal places in the sea area extending from Colombo to
Llambantota via Galle in the evening or night.

Winds will bo Nodh-casterly and wind speed will be 30-40 knph in the soa areas extending from Colombo

to Hambanthota via Mannar. Kankasanturai, Trincomalee and Pottuvil.
Winds will be variable in direction and wind speed will be I5-30 kmph the other sea areas.

Sea areas offthe coasl extending from Colombo to Mannar via Puttalam can be fairly rough at times as the

wind spccd can increase up to 50 kmph.

Temporarily strong gusty rvinds (about 70-80kmph) and rough seas can be €xpected during
thundershowers.
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
