Wind speed will be 70-80 kmph over lhe deep sea arcas to the Sourh, Southeasl. East and Northeast ofsr;
Lanka and can be very rough to high at rimes as lhe wind speed can increase up to r00 kmph at rimes. Wjnd
speed can in crease up 1I] I 20- I 50 kmph in the sca areas wirh in :l00km from rhe center of the sysrem
