A depression has developed over Southeast Bay of Bengal sea area. It is very likely to move west-
northwest wards and intensify further subsequently.

Showers or thundershowers can be expected at several places in the sea areas extending from Colombo to
Hambantota via Galle and Heavy Showers/Thunder showers may occur in the deep sea area extending from

Winds will be North-easterly over the sea areas around the island. Winds speed will be 30-40 kmph over sea
areas around the island.

The sea areas to the West and East of the island can be fairly rough at times as the wind speed can increase up
to 45-50 kmph at times.
